 I move that the Mayor and Council direct the City Attorney to draft an ordinance to ban gas-
 powered leaf blowers (GPLBs) as follows: 
 

• Effective July 1, 2022 - The use of gas-powered leaf blowers by the City will cease entirely, 
including City staff and City contracts. Also, this date will be the start of the 75 percent rebate 
window for the trade-in of GPLBs towards the purchase of an electric leaf blower. 

• Effective July 1, 2023 - The 75 percent rebate window will end, and the 50 percent rebate window 
will begin for GPLB trade-ins. 

• Effective January 1, 2024 - The 50 percent rebate window will end, and the 25 percent rebate 
window will begin for GPLB trade-ins. 

• Effective July 1, 2024 - the use of gas-powered leaf blowers will be prohibited permanently, and 
the 25 percent rebate window will end for GPLB trade-ins. 

 
 In addition, and effective immediately, any resident or landscape contractor that uses all-electric 
 lawn and landscape equipment (mower, string trimmer, blower etc.) can begin work at 7:00 a.m. 
 rather than 8:00 a.m.
