CELEBRATING MAY 2020 AS ASIAN-PACIFIC AMERICAN HERITAGE MONTH IN THE CITY OF
HYATTSVILLE

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of the City of Hyattsville
acknowledge the contributions and achievements of Asian-Pacific American residents in our
community and declare May 2020 as Asian-Pacific American Heritage Month.
